Send copies of all your documents from 
Steps 3 & 4 to Studentcare
(psy-ed@studentcare.ca).

Studentcare and SFSS will process 
your application and complete the
Extra-Contractual Cost Plus Claim Form. 
If approved, SFSS will issue payment 
through PBC to reimburse you (up to 80%, 
to a maximum of $3,000).

Contact your psychologist from Step 1 to 
complete Section 4 of the form and submit 
the completed form to StudentAid BC. 
You may be reimbursed 100% up to $3,500.
